NEW BUSINESS:
Registration for upcoming season (2005~2006):

Jamie requested that the usual summer registration days that are held on the
same day in Maxville and Finch be changed to two separate dates, one at each
arena. This will allow individuals registering to have a choice of dates as well as
allow the new computer to be at both registration sites.  Jamie also requested
that we allow individuals registering to bring used hockey equipment to the arenas
for sale to other players.
It was decided that the summer registration will be as follows:
July 160 (Saturday) Maxville 9:00 am to 12:00 p.m
July 23d (Saturday) Fnch  9:00a.m to 12:00 p.m.
It was decided that families will be allowed to bring used equipment for
resale to the summer registration days:
1to5itens $5.00
every additional item +$1.00
any items that do not sell must be taken back by the seller
Sharon will place ads in the Glengarry News and Chesterville Record two
weeks prior to these registration dates, to be run for two weeks in each
paper. Jamie and Rob suggested Sharon contact Gordie Winters and Tod
Anderson at the Glengarry News. Sharon should include the used
equipment sale inthe ad.
Jamie motioned that the dates on the postdated cheques for registration fee
payment be changed from September 30th and November 30t to September
1st, October 1st and November 1st.

Dan motioned that the Mandatory Fundraising Fee of $75.00 be paid on the
first of the three postdated registration cheques, that is September 1st.
Seconded by Jamie
Passed
It was noted that anyone could register up until September 21st,  Current NGS
players face a $10 late payment charge after August 16". NGS teans must be
registered with league by the third Tuesday in August (August 16, 2005)
Shelley motioned that any outstanding fees from the previous season must
be included in the September 1st cheque or else that player and all siblings
will not be permitted on the ice until the outstanding fees are paid in full.

The Fees for all levels will remain the same as last year
The Family Mandatory Fundraising Fee will be the same as last year.
Heather confirmed with Merrill and Jamie, that with the abilities of the new
computer, the $50 “credit” per 2004-2005 player will be deducted from the
appropriate 2005-2006 players (or families if applicable). Jamie promised a copy
of all players receiving the credit to Heather by the end of registration as well as to
Lesley for bookkeeping and balancing purposes.



o Jamie will print up registration forms for next meeting in Berwick, May 30
These new forms will include a player registration number, which each player will
carry for the duration of their career with NGS. Each player must sign hisher
registration form.  There will not be a spot on the new registration forms for
players' Ontario Health Card Number as this is now in violation of the Privacy Act.

Minor Midget Team for 2005~2006 season (rep teamin the Upper Canada League)

0 Several parents and players were present to request a minor midget team for the
upcoming season and discuss the feasibility of such ateam

o Marina Down spoke for the group and stated that they wanted the executive to
consider such a team (Midget Minor) based on the total numbers for the Midgets
for next season.

0 Rab stated that the executive would do whatever it could based on these numbers.
He stated that we should have a good idea by the League deadline for team
registration (August 16"

0 Preferred minimum number of players for any rep teamis 15 players + 2 goalies.
Obviously, if there are not enough goalies for the rep team(s) to have two then the
team(s) would play with one. Rep teams have 1%2 hour games with body contact
which is why 15 players and two goalies are required.

0 NGS MUST fill a Midget Rep Team (minor and major midgets) and a Midget
House Team (minor and major midgets) so that all Midget players have an NGS
team to play on. Based on this, all minor midgets who wanted to try out for a
Minor Midget Rep Team would have to try out FIRST for the Midget Rep Team
and play for that team if selected. Assuming there were enough players left after
this process then NGS would set up a House Team and if there were still enough
players, a Minor Midget Rep Team

o Players from the Minor Midget Rep Team could be affiliated with the Midget Rep
Team

0 A Mnor Mdget Rep Team would require a coach with his/her Intermediate Level
of coaching.

o Based on current projections for midgets for the upcoming season, this level will
have 38 players. In order to set up three teams, NGS would need 45 players. It
was suggested that everyone encourage potential players to register. Again, we
will have a better idea of the numbers by the end of the summer.

o Thisissue will be looked at again at the next meeting.



Reports from Executive:

President (Rob)
There is an NGS player who has requested and been granted a transfer to Casselman
for the last three years to play non-contact house hockey. This year the same player
IS requesting a transfer to Casselman to play Minor Mdget Rep (contact). This is the
first year that Casselman is offering a Minor Midget Rep Team  Obviously, NGS
cannot grant this release until we know if we will be having a Minor Midget Rep Team
This transfer request will be put on hold until the end of August.
At the last district meeting it was stated that the Toronto Triple A team has players
fromas far anay as Kingston. It has been decided to look at a Triple A teamincluding
east and west Ottawa and Kingston. The presidents of each association vote on this
issue and at present the vote is a NO until there is more informetion available
regarding the boundaries, etc. There will be an information session in Ottawa re Triple
A hockey on Thursday which Rob cannot attend.  Merrill will take his place. Capital
City Sports Club is the association that is interested in setting up the Triple A teamand
they will be paying their coaches and trainers.
ODMHA is looking at changing our “A” to “Double A” and our “Double A" to “Triple A
This would only be a name change only to make the teams the same as Toronto as
our “A” play their “Double A’ and our “Double A’ play their “Triple A’
Re sanctioned tournaments. No private group can have a tournament sanctioned by
the ODMHA. That is, NGS players are not covered by minor hockey insurance if they
play for private groups.
Mike Deprado, VP Rules & Discipline for ODMHA, is to talk to Jeff re the Bantam B
House Tournament played in Carleton Place in April.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT & REPORT FROM TREASURER:

Approximately $11,000 in bank
Juveniles paid

Historically, North Glengarry reimburses hockey families $100.00 per family. The
money is paid to NGS and NGS distributes the money to the appropriate families. To
date, Lesley has only received half of these reimbursements, $3,200.00. NGS
submitted the names of the 64 NGS families from North Glengarry after December.

Andre stated that the township rule is that the names be into them BEFORE
December. The township then issues a cheque for half by January and the balance at
the end of the season.  There is a chance that NGS will not be €ligible for the second
half.
