NEW BUSINESS

Peewee House
Rob:
The Lower St. Lawrence League, District 2, which is governed by the
ODMHA and the ODHA, states that membership is mandatory for the
following Associations:

o0 Akwesasne, Alexandria, Charlan, NGS and South Stormont

Three years ago this House League was restarted at the Novice Level and
then at a later date the Atom Level was added, and this year Peewee.
The South Stormont President, Rob Philion, told Rob that they have four
house teams this year and three of them are with the LSL although they,
like NGS, put one contact house team in the UCL.
Rob stated that NGS & SS would be required to answer “for our actions”
at the next LSL meeting (i.e. putting house teams in the UCL)
Hughie stated how he chose his house team
Paul Michaud: Parents were not aware that non-contact was an issue and
that their child could be placed there (against their wishes)
Neil Alguire: All players pay the same amount at each level but some (this
year) are at a disadvantage. “We were never told ahead of time”
Sharon: If a child plays non-contact at Atom House and then Peewee
House, does this mean they can never play contact hockey at the house
or rep levels? If the child has developed his skills (stick handling, skating,
etc.) and his size is not an issue, could not a good coach teach that child
to transfer these skills to contact hockey?
Hughie: No
Randy: With proper coaching, yes
Gary: yes
Kevin: Often when kids are taught body contact it is to the detriment of
the other skills like skating and stick handling
Hughie: Maybe yes
Rob: People are making contact such an important part of the game
whereas it really only accounts for 3% to %5 of the package and the other
95% is the skills
Gary: When NGS played in the no contact Nation League, we were
“killed” because our players did not have the same level of skills — contact
wasn't an issue
Dawn: Schedule — Sunday 7:50 a.m. to 9:20 a.m. too early
Dianne: Ice in Maxville Saturdays from 12:30 — 1:30. Peewee House C
can have it.
Dawn: Wednesday game, 6:00 pm, too early



Midge

Dianne: Will look at the schedule but she has been told, repeatedly, that
she cannot change game times in the UCL or LSL, so chances are the
game time will stay the same

Dawn: Rep & House B (UCL) has 1¥2-hour games with 1-hour practices
while House C (LSL) has 1-hour games and 1¥%2-hour practices. They do
not wan 1%-hour practices but only 1-hour practices. Instead want a
refund

Janey Rushford (Midget): Similar problem two or three years ago and
they did not get a refund. However, if the executive feels they should give
a refund to this years Peewee C then they would like a refund as well
Lesley: We are all volunteers and all of this was forced on us (executive
and parents). If you are concerned you should try to come to meetings.
Dawn: Team wants to choose their own coach.

Rob: Not possible. Executive stands behind Gary and the coach
selection was done by the book.

Paul Michaud: What about next year?

Rob: LSL is looking to include Bantam. We will give notice to parents on
the registration form

Paul Michaud: Are this year's Peewee allowed any contact?

Gary: No problem with incorporating some contact into practices and
even going to some contact tournaments. But, wants all of his Peewee
players at the Contact Clinic.

Dawn: Is their coach allowed to have a non-parent Assistant Coach?

Rob: Executive chooses coach — Coach chooses staff

Blake Henderson: Major vs. Minor. Major are older and bigger. Younger
kids want to play with their own ages i.e. minor

Rob: Approximately 36 kids registered or “known” at by August 15" team
registration deadline but 46 kids showed up at Conditioning.

Kim: Will executive look at putting in another midget team

Rob: Ice time is the major concern. We have ice that no one wants on
Sunday morning plus 10:00 pm ice in Maxville on Friday nights that is too
late for everyone. Plus, the schedule are already made and UCL is being
difficult about anyone trying to make changes

Rob: If we can get another midget team on the schedule and if we can
find ice can you guarantee the players?

Janey:. 24 players on a team means that the kids aren’t getting the same
as time as regular sized teams.

Rob: The kids who didn’t register or who registered late have made the
process difficult

Merrill is to ask UCL for schedule change

NGS has to try and find 1 hour of ice for practices (Dianne?)

NGS & midget parents have to find 2 coaches — one for house and one for
minor midget
